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On the second day of the Mushroom Cultivation Workshop, the focus shifted from theory to 

hands-on practice. The resource person, [Name, Designation, Institution], guided participants 

through detailed practical demonstrations of mushroom cultivation techniques. 

 

Students actively engaged in exercises such as substrate preparation, spawning, and maintenance 

procedures, gaining first-hand exposure to the essential steps of mushroom farming. The 

resource person also conducted elaborate demonstrations on different types of mushrooms, 

highlighting their unique cultivation requirements.
